Mike reads the budget form 4. He asks council to review the adopted budget, and lery numbers

lf there is no concerns or further comment, he will entertain a motion to suspend the ruIes and

adopt the 2025 budget on the second reading. Howard made a mocion to suspend rules and

adopr the 2025 budget on the second reading, Gene seconded the morion, passed unanimously.

Sheriff Freeman is asking the council to transfer the funds in the amount of $32,707.58 to
1170.4020I.0005 (motor vehicle). These fun& are insurance payments on rwo cars that were

totaled from an accident. Kenny is asking for this money to replace the two vehicles. Gene made

a morion to approve his request, Mandy seconded the morion, passed unanimously.

Sherri was on the agenda, but Mike said the request was for Grad AII funding. The funding for
the Grad AII was approved in the February council meetrng. The cost for thrs equipment is to be

paid out of CEDIT. Sherri will be on the November meeting to &scuss ADA Ramps.

Justin brought a quote to the council from The Lock Doc in the amount of $3,018.90. This is to
re-key, install new locks and cores at rhe counEy park. Gene made a motion to approve the
quote, Howard seconded the motion, passed unanimously. Gene said that the funds will come

out o[ the Parks Non-Reverring Fund.

There is an old shed on the property by the probarion office. Justin is asking counci] if he can

tear this old building down and purchase a new outbuilding for storage. To replace this old
bui-lding with a 10 x 12 building, it will cost $3,360.00. Gene made the motion to approveJusrin's

request, Howard seconded the morion, passed unanimously. Gene suggested that the building
be paid for out of counry general.
